Weekly Devotional 

Scripture Focus:  

"Come now, and let us reason together, 
saith the LORD: though your sins be as 
scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; 
though they be red like crimson, they 
shall be as wool." (Isaiah 1:18, KJV) 

This week has been quite a buzz with all the talk 
of cold temperatures, ice, sleet, and snow. This 
kind of news puts those of us in the South in a 
whirlwind of making preparations and 
wondering what will really come to pass. But 
there are spiritual lessons in times like these 
that are worth pondering. 

When snow covers the landscape, something 
remarkable happens. We're no longer distracted 
by the dead grass, the scattered leaves, the 
trash can, or toys in the yard. Instead, we see 
the true shape of things - the gentle roll of the
